Trading Standards officers are getting
tough on firms who ignore the rules on
air conditioning inspections, says energy
consultancy energyTEAM.
Trading Standards Officers are now asking
for sight of certificates and fining businesses
that have not complied with this legislation.
Under the Energy Performance of Buildings
Regulations all businesses with air
conditioning systems with a rated output
of 12 kW have to get them inspected by
an accredited engineer at intervals of not
greater than five years. For a typical air
conditioned building this equates to a floor
area of around 80 to 150 metres squared.

250 kW should have had the first inspection
completed by January 2009 and all other
systems over 12 kW should have had theirs
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Buildings with air conditioning systems of completed by January 2011.
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
